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On November 19, 1976, resolution #1 item 6-2 wased by the Wood County Board of
Supervisors to accept a gift of land approximal&ly acres in size from Nekoosa Papers,
Inc. for a park and recreational purposes.

On December 8, 1977, Nekoosa Papers, Inc. officiedhsferred the deed for the 125-
acre parcel for recreational use.

On June 14, 1977, resolution #4 item 6-3 was pasgelde Wood County Board of
Supervisors to submit an application to the StaMisconsin Department of Natural
Resources for a park development project. Thé detzelopment project was in the
amount of $130,000.00 ($20,000.00 funding from Raforestry, $110,000.00 from the
DNR Land & Water Conservation Fund).

In May of 1978, the roadway and parking lot areasexconstructed.

On June 17, 1978, groundbreaking ceremonies taatedbr the construction of the
beach house and picnic area restroom.

On December 5, 1978 dredging began for the beazh ar

On April 30, 2004 Wood County submitted a granue=j to the DNR in the amount of
$200,000.00 to develop/renovate a shelter attathtte existing beach house restrooms.
The attached 40'x60’ shelter addition and restreenovation was estimated to cost
$181,500.00. Actual costs were $217,658.00. Woaanty received $100,000.00

(50%) in State Aid Funding.

On May 1, 2006 the Nepco County Park Shelter opened

On May 12, 2006, the first reservation was helthmshelter. There have been a total of
48 reservations/gatherings held in the sheltentbés receiving $9,500.00 in revenues.

This shelter is unique to the Park & Forestry Dapant as it is the first heated and air
conditioned shelter offered for year round useoffiers a 17 cubic foot refrigerator along
with 2 dorm sized refrigerators located under tak tmoon shaped serving counter.
There are 20-60” round tables and 12-6’ banqué¢sadiong with 208 folding chairs.
The hours of availability are 8:00 AM—12:00 AM (might) for a fee of $225.00.
