Rank well in access to critical care issues in Wood County, Health Rankings rank us 3rd in Health Care Access

There are different levels of prevention, primary, secondary…if you look at bigger perspective can get at how it is being managed

	Communicable disease prevention and control


Infant immunization rates, 19% are not! 

How many are access vs. deciding not to obtain

Varying schedules are an issue; few kids who have zero immunizations, some vaccines are given vs. all. 

If you don’t have all immunizations by age 2, you are in the 19%. Public perception of vaccination, there is a lot of misinformation about immunization in our community.

Hep C in the under 30 population is alarming with drug use

Electronic health record and the ability to capture immunizations when they do occur seems to be really good

Saint Vincent Depaul’s free clinics hours are being doubled, in the next 5 years this will continue to increase; lots of chronic disease conditions

WEDSS-get reports quick, able to be proactive

Rise in Chlamydia? What is going on with this? Doesn’t produce obvious symptoms right away, harder to catch

Hotline received over 6500 calls per year, this is a strength that people know of this and are calling it

Access to Mental Health Professional = 2, more than many communities have, but is it enough?

Children with behavior problems not being tested

Great local data in terms of suicides, high school students, etc.

This environment, economy, low jobs = set up for increased mental health issues

Training going on with QPR (Question, Persuade, Refer) is a good thing

63 or 62 attempts at suicide is a scary number

This section gets over looked, so much of mental health is hidden and you don’t know what is going on

Children have serious mental health issues as young as 1st grade

If someone does not have good mental health it affects all of the other health factors!

Two recent wars, the numbers of veterans coming back that have PTSD is high

Over looked in the elderly as well, depression, abuse from caregivers

Great Alzheimer’s association assistance to health with caregiver mental health stress

The new initiative in the county with dementia, moving out of mental health system and into Edgewater Haven –they don’t belong in mental health unit

Link between homelessness or experiencing homelessness issues and mental health 

Mental health affects everything

Clubhouse now available in Marshfield

Mobile crisis unit now available 

More than 5 people have been sentenced to go state institutions but waiting time is 3-4 weeks to get it

This was a health priority in the previous plan and was very successful!!!!!

Coupons for farmers markets, how many people can’t get there, is it an access issue

Income issues are huge here as well

Not experienced in preparing fresh food, Healthy Lifestyles program has a AmeriCorps Vista program person who will be teaching

Donations comes from farmers markets and go to Saint Vincent Depaul, other people grow excess and donate to food pantries, and grocery stores

	Oral health


Strengths = great coalition working on oral health + billboards around oral health and pregnancy currently in Wood County

Students get sealants in 2nd grade through Healthy Smiles and oral health education

Number of patients who are pregnant with cavities and those in their 30th having all their teeth pulled = huge unmet need

Dental Clinics in Wisconsin Rapids and Marshfield have increased access

Long waiting list in Wisconsin Rapids still, those clients are coming to Marshfield –there is a bus that goes from W.R. to MFLD

Mental health populations access to oral health is a large issue as well, need to address this

Clients have gone to get a crown or get a tooth pulled, cheaper to get tooth pulled rather than to get crown

Riverview data 75% of those with oral health concerns are in 20-30’s, prime child bearing years…

Dentists seeing children at 3 years of age rather than at 1, which is recommended

	Physical activity


50% of adults do not exercise on a daily basis, not good

Parents need to be role models to youth

Elementary—Middle—High School, transition of willingness to participate as they age

School Districts are starting to cut Physical Education, if you are in sports you don’t need to take Physical Education classes

Budget constraints with schools and they end up cutting Physical Education, music, art, etc.

UW-MFLD—3 credits needed for your degree, could be a lecture class, does not need to be actual physical activity

More education for people around physical activity to raise awareness and knowledge

Signage and messaging can teach them about eating right, exercising, etc.

Number of (worksite) wellness programs has increased, private and public, increase in the number of people using biking and walking trails!!!

10 years ago, spending money on walking trails was frowned upon, now it is a good thing.

Afterschool programs in schools incorporating physical activity and nutrition

Older teen pregnancy rate is concerning
STD rates also are high and disturbing

Healthy Birth program is an asset that the county has

Text IT program, teens can text sexual related questions and receive response back from health professional = strength

Women’s health at Aspirus is strong

Follow-up for pregnant women, health coordinator for pregnant women/families

Concerned that contraceptive options will not be available in the future or discussed at school, comprehensive reproductive health needs to be a focus

A fair number of high school students are using two methods of contraceptives, data shows the youth are sexually active and it is concerning that they may not have access to the discussion of these

19-20 year-olds are having unprotected sex and getting pregnant, post secondary school can address these issues differently than high schools 

Taboo subject, stigma attached to it

	Tobacco use and exposure


Amount of smokeless tobacco is higher in Wood County, snus, chew, etc.
Tobacco free restaurants and worksites have been a huge asset!!

Great program at local health department in the past 

50% of high school students who smoke have tried to stop, this is impressive! Do the students needs more supportive to help them quit smoking

Participate in the OBGYN program at the clinic for pregnant women to help stop smoking

Rates are surprising with all the interventions that have been done
