1. Call meeting to order. Meeting called to order by Supervisor Breu at 8:01 am.

2. Public comments.

Supervisor Clendenning stated that he has been getting complaints regarding mowing
operations on CTH W, Apparently, a member of the public is mowing along the
highway right-of-way and it has been causing issues, Breu stated the issue could be
revisited when Passineau was present for the second half of the meeting,

3. Approve minutes of the June, 1, 2017 Highway, Infrastructure, and Recreation Commitiee

meeting(s).

A correction to the minutes was made, “Ken J, from Marshfield” was corrected to “Ken
Josephson from Marshfield”,

Motion to approve the minutes of the Jume 1, 2017 HIRC meeting with the correction to
Mr. Ken Josephson’s name spelling by W, Winch and seconded by M. Hokamp, Al in

favor. Motion earried.

PARKS:

4, Parks Construction Supervisor report,
a. Current projects update.

Schooley pointed out the revenue of the recent auction to be $1995.00, He stated that
it has been the policy of the commiites in the past to put that revenue into a non-
lapsing equipment fund because it will be used to purchase new equipment. Due to
the recent County Board rules update, this would need to be approved by the HIRC
and Executive Commiitee,

Motion to put $1995.00 revenue from recent auction into the non-lapsing Parks
and Forestry equipment fund and to forward said motion to the Executive
Committee for approval made by W, Winch and seconded by J. Zurflul, All in
favor, Motion carried,




b. Employee matters.

Motion to approve the Parks Construction Supervisor report by J. Zurfluh and
seconded by M. Hokamp, All in favor, Motion carried.

5. Office Supervisor report,

a. Snowmobile/ATV Reports,
b. Office Update.

Motion to approve the Office Supervisor report by W, Winch and seconded by J.
Zurfluh. Allin favor. Motion carried.

6. Park and Forestry Director report,

Zurfluh asked for more information on the bullet point on Schooley’s report regarding the
dam monitoring software problems, Schooley stated they have electronic monitoring at both
the Dexter dam and the Wazeecha dam, though they are run on different programs. The
Dexter dam’s program can be problematic because it causes server issues to the point where
they have to contact Information Technology staff on off hours to have the server reset. They
are looking into replacing the Dexter dam’s monitoring program with the same program they
have for the Wazeecha dam.

Breu asked if the heavy rains have impacted dam operations at all, Schooiey stated it has
resulted in a lot of overtime for their staff and the DOT is planning bridge repairs
downstream of the Dexter dam sometime in July,

Schooley shared that he had contacted Planning and Zoning regarding completion of a
Certified Survey Map for the Dexter Shop. He was told to speak with a private contractor, He
contacted one who provided an estimate of $1,200 for completion of the CSM. However,
upen discussion with Peter Kastenholz of Corporation Counsel, Schooley was advised that a
CSM is not required for sale of a property. Therefore, the commiitee determined that a CSM
would not need to be completed.

a. 2016 Parks and Forestry Annual Report

Winch stated his desire to have the Parks and Forestry finances separate to get a
better idea of what the Parks have for revenues and expenses, and what Forestry has
for revenues and expenses. Zurfluh asked Schooley what additional burden that
would place on the office staff. Schooley stated it wouldn’t be too hard to separate
out their labor expenses, except in the cases where Forestry staft is working on Parks
projects and vice versa. Schubert pointed out there there is also shared equipment that
would need to be tracked separately then. Schooley stated that they do divide out the
budgets by line items, but there are a lot of overlapping expenses that could be
challenging to divide out — mostly labor and equipment related. Schubert stated that if
the committee would like them to pursue this further, they would need to do some
additional research and brainstorming before being able to present anything to the
committee. The committee felt this would be appropriate and requested that Schooley
and Schubert prepare some information to present at a later meeting,

Winch asked how Parks and Forestry will maintain a zero percent increase in their tax
levy this year. Schooley explained that the Parks and Forestry Department has




maintained the same tax levy for the past several years for the operating budget. The
fluctuation of the tax levy is due to approved capital improvements for the
department. Schooley explained that they have been under their budgeted tax levy
every year for the past several years. Schubert afso explained that they do receive
funding from other grants and programs and those factor info their budget.

These were not included in the original schedule of closure dafes but they have
been printed in the fliers that the club sends out. August 6™ would be an
additional practice prior to their nationals tournament. August 20" falls after the
nationals tournament. There is currently a shelter building rental on August 20",
Schooley has not yet contacted the renters to find out if they would have an issue
with the closure.

Zurfiuh stated that he is fine with the 6™ practice if it is necessary for nationals or
world toutnament preparation, however, he feels like it should have been
included in their original requested dates. He did not agree with the 20" practice
as it falls after their tournament, it was not included in their origina! request, and
there is a potential conflict with shelter building usage.

HIGHWAY:

Village of Hewitt Quiet Zone

Kris Hawley, Village of Hewitt Trustee, was present. He stated that there has been a
significant amount of research done on the detrimental effects of train horns on the
enviromment and on community health. The Village of Hewitt Fire Department (FD) had
expressed concerns regarding the proposed guiet zone and Hawley believes those concerns
have been addressed and accounted for in their planning. Hawley stated he has had trouble
getting a response from the FD on the revised plans due to scheduling conflicts.

Dan Borchardt, MSA Professional Services, was present to represent the Village of Hewitt
ad-hoc committee as well. His business has completed a 60% plan and are open to comments
and suggestions on this plan. He stated that this plan addresses concerns raised by the FD. He
specifically pointed out that the FD had questioned how they would be able to turn onto
Birch with 22° axles. In their 60% plan, they have planned to cut the curbhead off at the turn
and widen it with asphalt, Birch Ln does only lead to one house,

Passineau inquired about the lost street parking with the new road plan. Borchardt stated that
the Village would [ose 200° of parking by the tracks and 250” on the north side.

Breu asked if the Village would have to acquire any propetty to make this plan work,
Borchardt stated that the land around the improvements is owned by the railroad company.

Breu stated his concern of the road width for access by implements of husbandry. Borchardt
stated that with the shoulder and curb, they would have 18’ tanes of hard roadway to operate
on.

Breu asked if the road would still be a straight shot after the addition of the median,
Borchardt stated that in the northbound lane it would be, but in the southbound lane, it would
not.

Borchardt stated that the FD had also questioned the lack of pedestrian access on the
propesed plan. Borchardt stated that the project is not long enough to accommodate
pedestrian access. The FD) had also stated concerns about losing access to Apple L.
Borchardt stated that they could put in removable posts and hard surface to make a right turn
into the intersection possible and that in an emergency situation, it would suffice.

Winch asked if they would have crossing arms and lights at the tracks. Borchardt stated they
would keep the lights and signing but that they would not have crossing arms as the Federal
Railroad Administraticn does not deem them necessary and there would be a significant cost
to the Village to put them in. -

Passineay asked how the Village intended to get the FD to cooperate on the matter. Zurfluh
recommended a special meeting for all concerned parties to convene and move the plan
forward, Breu stated he would like to see a written statement froin the FD approving the plan
before he would feel comfortable approving it as it would be negligent of the county to
approve the plan if there were stil] safety concerns.

Borchardt asked if there was anything that the Highway Department was concerned about.
Passineau stated he would like to see parking there still, but that the loss of parking is really
on the Village as the Highway Department is only responsible for the 11° lanes.

Hawley stated his frustration as the Village has been holding public meetings on this matter
for two years and the FD only came fo one meeting, Zurfluh stated he understood the
frustration, but that the HIRC had not been included since the beginning and would need to
give the matter appropriate attention,

Hawley stated that thete is apparently a Fire Chiefs’ meeting on Wednesday, July 12%,

Zurfluh recommended holding a special meeting in Marshfield for all interested parties to
attend and discuss. The committee and the Village of Hewitt agreed upon Wednesday, July
19", 2617 at 8:00 PM at the Marshfield Highway Shop on Galvin Ave.

Pittsville Shop

Passinean stated there are only a few staff left reporting out of the Pittsville shop. They are
getiing closer to selling the shop, but have not begun the process yet, When they do, the plan
is to keep the sait sheds and sell the buildings. There would be a loader left at the salt sheds
as well with electric hookup. Supervisor Clendenning asked if the revenue from the sale of
that shop would go into a non-lapsing account, Passineau stated that the Highway
Department ariginally funded that building, so the revenue from the sale would go back into
their own accounts.

Personnel Matters

Passineau stated that there are two new mechanics starting today and they will be
interviewing to fill the open truck operator position on Tuesday and Wednesday.

SNOWMOBILE:

ATV:

2" half snowmobile billing reports are complete and were sent to Annie Loechler. Also
included, was a supplemental request this year of $$22,802.17. The snowmobile clubs
were also paid their 2"® half maintenance payment.

I attended the ATV meeting on July 10, 2017. Several items were discussed between
myself and Randy Bowden. Trail signing within the ATV area needs improvement. I
will work with Fritz and Randy on determining what and where for signs. The most
important thing is first assigning each trail section a color so that in case there is an
emergency, one can call 911 and say “I am in the red section”. Once paramedics arrive at
the scene, they can go directly to where they need to without trying to figure out where
someone is within the system. We also need several directional blazers, do not enter
signs and arrows so people are not traveling in the wrong direction. The ATV club is
again inquiring about two campsites on the grounds right at the entrance by the shelter.
We discussed whether they should be primitive or include at least electrical. This would
be something that would need to be discussed further with the director. We also talked
about club membership. How it works, how people join, number of members, etc.
Randy expressed an interest in trying to recruit more members so I gave him some ideas
in how he could do that. T offered to post information on our website and our Facebook
page to hopefully attract more interest in the growing sport. Even with all the water
we’ve received recently there have been no complaints about the deep water in the park.
In fact, people are expressing what a great time they are having going through those deep
areas.

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Parks and Forestry Director Report

HIRC meeting

Fritz S. and 1 met with Roland H., Hwy Engineer and Mark S., Emergency
Management, to discuss high surface water levels and high water table issues in
southern Wood County.

Met with Adam D., Planning and Zoning, to discuss the update for the Parks,
Recreation and Outdoor Spaces plan. Adam would like for the HIRC to formally
approve moving forward with the update.

Attended the Department Head meeting on 7/13.

I had intended on giving a presentation of the 2016 Parks and Forestry Annual
Report at the July County Board Meeting. Due to the length of the meeting, and a
scheduled presentation at Powers Bluff at 1:00pm, I was unable to present. I plan
on giving the presentation at the August County Board meeting.

I gave the Powers Bluff Development Project presentation to a local yard and
garden club on 7/18, and to the Towns Association on 7/21.

Staff has begun working on the 2018 budget. We will bring a draft to the August
HIRC. We intend on sending out the draft prior to the meeting for your review.
The HIRC would then approve the budget at the September meeting, unless the
budget calendar changes in the meantime.

As you may recall, one of my goals for 2017 is to review and forward
recommendations for the update and recodification of the Parks Ordinances. This
is due to Peter K.’s plan to recodify all county ordinances this year. We have
included a draft of those proposed changes in the packet. I would like to have the
HIRC approve the changes at the September HIRC. If you have any suggestions
of additional changes, please let me know prior to the September HIRC.

I have included the County Conservation Aids grant resolution that is required on
an annual basis when applying for the grant. As you recall, the HIRC approved
utilizing this years’ grant for stocking musky in NEPCO and the Wisconsin River.
The Consolidated Musky Club will be donating the 50% cost share portion of the
grant.

Office staff have discussed Supervisor Winch’s request to separate all Park
related expenses and revenues from Forestry related expenses and revenues. It
was our conclusion that this process would be very tedious due to the staff,
equipment and supplies that are shared between parks and forestry operations.
There are also areas on County Forest that are “recreational use areas”, such as
the ATV area, cross country ski trails at Richfield 360, Dexter County Park, Rifle
Range, snowmobile trails, etc.. Would these expenses and revenues be attributed
to parks or forestry? A more general approach of estimating could provide a
pretty good picture of the expenses and revenues attributed to the parks vs
forestry on an annual basis. I would recommend this approach.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That the Wood County Board of
Supervisors does hereby authorize the Park and Forestry Director and/or
Forest Administrator to make annual applications for such project funding
upon approval of the Highway Infrastructure and Recreation Committee.

WOOD COUNTY ORDINANCE #0600
WOOD COUNTY PARKS-
ORDINANCE

To implement Chapter 27.05 of the Wisconsin Statutes, under which the Weed-CeuntyPask
Highway Infrastructure and Recreation Committee, (HIRC). is granted specific powers
relative to the supervision and regulation of the use and enjoyment of c€ounty pParks, subject
to the general supervision of the Board of Supervisors, the Wood County Board of
Supervisors does ordain as follows:

Chapter 600 .01 GENERAL, ADMINISTRATIVE, AND TERMS

(1) Terms.

A. Parlcand FerestryHighway Infrastructure and Recreation Committee.
The terms "Committee" and-"Park-and Forestry-Commitiee’shall mean the
Wood-CountyPark-and Ferestry Highway Infrastructure and Recreation
Committee, (HIRC). -or its successor.

B. Park. The terms "parks", "County Parks" and "Wood County Parks,” are
defined to mean all lands and water heretofore and hereafter acquired by the
county for pPark or recreational purposes or placed under the jurisdiction of the
Park-and-Ferestey Highway Infrastructure and Recreation Committee, and
include, without limitations, parks, and privately owned lands, the use of which
has been granted to the cCounty for park, recreational, or like public purposes.
The following areas are designated as Wood County Parks or Areas managed

by the Pask-and-Ferestey Highway Infrastructure and Recreation Committee:
PARKS AREAS

C. Person. The term "person” shall include any individual, firm, partnership,
corporation and association of persons, and the use of singular form shall include
the plural. The use of gender herein includes the masculine and feminine gender.
D. Parks and Forestry Director. The term “Director” shall mean the Parks and

Forestry Director. The Director shall be the authourized agent of the Committee
referred to herein.

A. After Hours. It shall be unlawful for any person to be in any designated
Wood County pPark, between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and the following 8:00
a.m., except for those individuals authorized by permit issued by Park authority .

1. Enclosed Shelter House Closing Time. The arca known as the
Enclosed Shelter House area of designated Wood County Parks will have
an official closing time of 12:00 midnight and shall re-open the following
8:00 a.m. Premises must be cleaned and vacated by 12:00 midnight.

2. After Hours by Permit. All individuals authorized by pPark issued
permits shall be exempted from the aforementioned, pursuant to said terms
of said permit.

B. After Hours at Boat Landings. Notwithstanding paragraph A, persons are
permitted at any hour in South Wood County, Dexter County, and Nepco Lake
County Parks for the purpose of and while transporting watercraft to and from
designated boat landings.

C. Park Opening and Closing Dates.

1. Unauthorized Vehicles After Closing Dates. It shall be unlawful for
any unauthorized vehicles to enter or be in any Ecounty pRark between
the dates of November 1 and April 30, (except as provided herein or in
conjunction with the early opening of the campgrounds, or other
authorized park activities.)

a. Snowmobiles and All--Terrain Vehicles. Snowmobiles and
All-Terrain Vehicles (ATV's) are allowed on designated trails
only._Designated parking lots and restrooms are open for use.

b. Public and Campground Boat Landings. Designated public

boat landings may be used at any time for access to the lakes.

A. Fee Schedule. It shall be unlawful for any person to use any facility, shelter,
land or area. for which a fee or charge has been established by the Committee.
without payment of such fee or charge in advance..exeeptfor open shelters-
which-may-beused-ifnotreserved:

B. Special Fees. Any park structure, facility, or area may be reserved or rented
for special purposes subject to the approval of the €committee. The €commiltee,
at its' discretion, may set the charge for this facility or area.

63(5) ____ Additional Rules, Permits, Exceptions.

A. Additional Rules. Rules and regulations may be made from time to time by
the Ecommiltee governing the further use and enjoyment of parks, playgrounds,
beaches, boat landings, campgrounds, lakes, streams and the facilities therein.
Any person who shallviolates such rules or regulations, or who refuses to
subject himself thereto, may be excluded from the use of such facility and be
subject to the penalties provided for in this oOrdinance.

B. Permits. Any persen to whom a permit shall have been issued by the park . { Formatted: swikethrough

Director .Administrater-or other authorized park personnel, shall be bound by
the provisions of all oSrdinances of Wood County as fully as though the same
were inserted in each permit.

C. Exceptions. Nothing in this code shall prohibit or hinder the Weed-County
Parkand Forestry- Committee-.of Weood-County—Wisconsin; Hs-
itsAdministeator, Director. Ppark Ccaretakers, or other duly authorized agents,
or any peace officers from performing their official duties.

Il shall be unlawful for any person to peddle or selicit
business of any nature whatever, or to distribute handbills or other advertising matter, to
post unauthorized signs or decorative malter on any lands, structures or property for
soliciting or conducting business, peddling or providing services within or outside of such
lands, structures, or property unless first authorized in writing by the Weed County-Park
and-Ferestey cCommittee-or its duly authorized agent.

(1) Destruction and Entry.

A. Destruction, Defacement, or Removal. It shall be unlawful for any person to
disturb, alter, damage, deface, remove, or destroy any trees, shrubs, plants, or
other natural growth; to carve on any rocks, archaeological or geological features,
signs, walls, trees or structures; to drive nails or other foreign objects in trees; or
to move, injure or deface in any manner any structures including buildings, sign,
fences, tables, or other cCounty property. The picking of edible berries. fruits or
nuts is permitted.

B. Entry and Manipulation. It shall be unlawful for any person lo enter in any
building, installation, or area that is under construction or locked or closed to
public use; or to alter, damage or manipulate any water control structure, dam, or
culvert; or to enter or be upon any building, installation or area after the posted
closing time or before the posted opening lime, or contrary to posted notice, in any
park.

C. Cleaning and Refuse.

1. Washing, The washing of motorized vehicles, persons, pets, cooking
utensils, or clothing, is prehibited in any of the lakes or streams, on any
picnic grounds, playgrounds, recreation areas, boat landings, parking lots
or roadways, or within 50 feet of any pump, fountain, or drinking water
outlet in any c€ounty pPark. The washing of persons, cooking utensils
and clothing is permitted at designated campgrounds, or at other
authorized and posted locations.

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2. Fish and Game Cleaning. [t shall be unlawful for any person to clean,
butcher, scale, or skin any fish, game, livestock, or poultry in any Ceunty-
Ppark excepl at designaled fish-cleaning stations provided for such
purposes. Refuse from such cleaning operations must be suitably wrapped
or packaged and deposited in the refuse containers provided for that
purpose.

3. Refuse. No person shall leave or dump any litter, rubbish, debris, dirt,
slone, or other materials on €county Ppark lands. When garbage
receplacles are provided by the department&eunty, only garbage
generated on the site and associated with the special activity for which
purpose the receptacle was provided may be placed in the receptacle. No
personal or private garbage or materials may be deposited in the
receptacles.

4. Disposal of Hot Charcoal. Charcoal residue must be left in a grate or
fireplace until cool, or placed in receptacles provided for such purposes.

Chapter 600-.06 VEHICLES

(1) Vehicular Traffic.

A. Speed Limits in County Parks. No person shall operate any vehicle at a
speed in excess of 15 miles per hour or contrary to official traffic signs in any

County Park.

Untreated, clean, and fully debarked dimensional lumber may be brought in for
burning. Down and dead wood may also be gathered inside the park for burning.
Chainsaws are not allowed to be used for this purpose. Wood County shall have
firewood available, for purchase, at each of its designated campgrounds.

(2) Fireworks, Rockets, Explosive Devices. It shall be unlawful for any person to
possess, fire, discharge, explode or set off any squib, cracker, or other explosive or

Chapter 600 .08 ANIMALS

(1) Pets. It shall be unlawlul for any persen Lo allow pets to enter any public building,
bathing beach, picnic grounds, or playgrounds within any Cceunty Ppark, or to run at
large at any time on €county Ppark grounds.

In other Ecounty Ppark areas and campgrounds pets are permitted provided they shall at
all times be kept on a leash not more than 10 feet long. All pets shall be effectively
restrained or under the owner's control at all times. No person shall allow his pet Lo
deprive or disrupt the enjoyment or use of any area by others. Pet owners are required (o
immediately clean up after their pets.

(2) Horses. It shall be unlawful for any person to ride a horse or have a horse in any
Weed County Park without written authorization bs-by the Park Administrater Director - Formatted: Strikethrough

or his authorized agent. Horses are allowed in the park aAreas identified in §600.01(1)
(b) between-April-15-and-Pee-L, unless posted otherwise.

(3) Hunting and Trapping. It shall be unlawful for any person to take, catch, kill, hunt,
trap, drive. pursue or otherwise disturb any wild animals or birds in any cCounty park.

A. Park Exception. That part of Dexter County Park lying South of Highway
54, that part of Dexter County Park lying Mnorth of Park Road, Ssouth of
Swallow Lane, and w¥/est of the Yellow River.

B. Area Exception. Hunting is allowed in the park Aareas identified in §600.01

Chapter 600 .09 ATHLETICS

(1) Games or Sports in Undesignated Areas. It shall be unlawful for any person te
play or practice ball, golf, tennis, archery, target shooting. paintball. airsoft. rope
swings, other games or sports, upon or within any c€ounty pPark except upon_
approved locations such as: ball fields, tennis-eeurts, archery ranges, gun ranges. or
appropriate athletic grounds or golf links established and posted by the €committee.

(2) Skating. It shall be unlawful for any person to skate in any form or fashion including
blade skating on roads in any part of the pPark system in a reckless manner, or at a speed
greater than is reasonable and proper, having regard to the number of people in such part

any person; provided, however, that nothing herein contained, shall be construed to
prohibit any exhibition of or contests in fast or fancy skating on such portions of any ice

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(1) County Beaches. The following areas constitute public swimming beaches:

(2) Designation of Swimming Areas. The Woed-CountyPark direclor Administrator

shall determine what areas of public swimming beaches set forth in section 600.10 (1) '
reasonable notice to the public in establishing sw1mm1ng areas and times. Those pcms of
public swimming beaches used as swimming areas shall be marked with buoys which
meet the standards set in Wisconsin Administrative Code NR 5.09, at any time the
swimming areas are open [or swimming.

(3) Food and Beverages. It shall be unlawful for any person lo possess or consume any
food or beverages of any kind on any bathing beach or in the water adjacent to any

bathing beach in any Eeunty Ppark except in designated areas.

(4) Boundary Buoys Altering or Damaging. Tt shall be unlawful to disturb, alter or
damage a bathing beach boundary buoy or marker in any CewstsPpark.

(5) Storms and Swimming Area Limits. It shall be unlawful for any person to:

A. swim, or wade in the water fronting any bathing beach during electrical storms
or in dangerous weather, or

B. swim, or wade within 50 feet of any dam within the cEeuntyPpark system, or

C. swim, or wade within 50 feet of any boal landing.

(6) Beach Athletics. Except in locations designated for such purposes, it shall be
unlawful for any person to engage in any athletic game or sport, or in any activity upon a
swimming beach or in the water, when injury or inconvenience to others might result
there from.

(7) Swimming Apparel. It shall be unlawful for any swimmer to enter the water or onto
any beach area, unless clothed in suilable swimming apparel. The object of this section is

to prevent nudity.

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A. Changing Clothing. It shall be unlawtul for any person to change clothes,
except in a beach house or other enclosed place.

B. Infectious Diseases. Any persen having, or apparently having, any infectious
disease shall be prohibited from entering onto any swimming beach or into any

Chapter 600 .11 CAMPING

(1) Reservations. All designated campsites will be governed by a site reservation
system and by self-registration when not reserved.

The Wood County Campground
Reservations and Self-Registration Policy, including future amendments thereto is
made a part of this ordinance.

No camping party shall start setting up or taking
down its camping unit between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and the following 8:00
a.m., without autherization of the Park attendant, except in the case of an
emergency.

G. Campsite Parking. It shall be unlawful to park any motor vehicle outside the

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parking area designated at each campsite and not more than two motor vehicles
are permilted to any campsite.

[ Labor Day, a campsite must be occupied by a member of the Ceamping Pparty on
the first night of the permit period and no campsite may be left unoccupied for
more than 24 hours or the permit is forfeited.

J. Camping Violations. Violations of any state law or any rules of the-the
Highway Infrastructure and Recreation Weed-CeunbPark-Committee_—or
this oOrdinance by a member of a Ceamping Pparty is cause for revocation of
the camping permit and/or other penalties as provided.

- K. Camping Prohibitions-Posted Notice. No person shall camp on any lands
[ under the management, supervision or control of the €committee contrary to
posted notice.

Chapter 600 .12 VIOLATION OF THIS ORDINANCE
(1) Legal Action.

A. Arrest Powers. Any law enforcement officer of Wood County, or any of its
municipal subdivisions, or law officers of the state, may issue a citation for the
violation of any of the provisions of this chapter. Said citation shall be in the
format set forth in Wis. Stats. §66.119, which is incorporated herein by reference.
Said law enforcement officers as well as agents of the Parks & Forestry
Department shall have, at all times, the right to enter the premises of any Ecounty
Ppark, building, structure, or enclosure in any park, wayside, or special recreation
area, including such grounds, buildings, structures, or enclosure which may be
leased or set aside for private or exclusive use of any individual or group of
individuals, for the purpose of determining that there is compliance with this
Dordinance and the rules and regulations made by the Ccommittee, and may use
all necessary means to attain that end.

B. Prosecution. Whenever an arrest shall have been made or any violation shall
occur, the Pdistrict Aattorney or Corporation Counsel shall prosecute or proceed

as provided by law.

C. Penalties. Any person, firm company or corporation who violates the

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regulations set forth in this oSrdinance, or rules and regulations made by
the
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‘ cEommiltee, shall be subject to a forfeiture of not less than $25 or more than
$500.00 together with the costs of the action. Each day a violation exists shall
| constitute a distinct and separate violation of this o©rdinance and as such,
forfeitures shall apply accordingly.
(2) Notice of Violation

A. Notice Issuance Authority. Wood County Parks and Forestry Department
personnel, designated in writing by the Pask Adsministrater director .and peace
officers described in 600.12 (1) A. shall have the authority to issue a “Notice of
Violation™ on forms approved by and pursuant to procedures established by the
Park Administrator Director and the Weed-CountyPark-and Forestry Highway
Infrastructure and Recreation Committee.

B. Penalties. Pcrsons to whom a “Notice of Violation™ has been issued for
violating this o©@rdinance or rules and regulations made by the committee, may
enter into a stipulation of guilt with Wood County by posting the sum (established
in the fee schedule set by the-the Highway Infrastructure and Recreation Weed-
County-Parlcand Forestrr-Committee); within 5 days after the issuance of a
“Notice of Violation”. Violators of this ordinance, who do not timely post said
sum ag a fee, shall be referred to Llaw cknforcement for the issuance of a citation
as provided in Section 600.12 (1) of the Ppark Sordinance.

(3) Damages. In addition to the penalties specified in paragraph 600.12 (2), any person
violating any of the provisions of this o©rdnance shall be liable for any damages.

Chapter 600 .13 EFFECTIVE DATE AND REPEALS

(1) Effective date. This oOrdinance shall take effect and be in force from and after
isit’s' passage and publication.

| (2) Repeals. All oOrdinances and parts of o©rdinances in conflict herewith, are repealed.

| (3) Invalidation. Invalidation of any one of the sub-sections of this Gordinance, by
Judgment or court order, shall in no way effect any of the other provisions thereof which
shall remain in full force and effect.

Chapter 600 .14 SPECIAL EXCEPTIONS

(1) Special Exceptions - Special exception to the terms of this ordinance may be granted
by prior approval of the Highway Infrastructure and Recreation Park-and Forestry-
Committee -and/or the Park-Administrator Director.

MISSION STATEMENT

The Department is under the leadership of a Highway Commissioner who is elected by the County Board, as directed by State
Statutes.

The mission of the Wood County Highway Department is to construct and maintain 325 miles of the county trunk highway system,
along with maintaining the state trunk highway system in Wood County on a contract basis for the State of Wisconsin. Additionally,
the department provides road and bridge maintenance services to local governmental units upon request on a cost charge back
basis. To accomplish this work, the department is responsible for the purchase and repair of all necessary equipment, as well as
maintenance of an administrative staff for all accounting and ordering of equipment and supplies. Our goal is to provide for safe,
convenient movement of the traveling public.

OBJECTIVES

1. Keep abreast of highway initiatives that will result in the County-wide infrastructure essential to promote and retain commerce
and to provide appropriate safe traverse for the citizens of Wood County.

2. Provide the leadership role in the inspection and replacement of all County and Town bridges. Partnership with municipalities
to ensure that all bridges within their jurisdiction are inspected, repaired, and replaced to meet Federal and State Bridge

standards.

3. Pursue funding sources, in addition to tax levy dollars, necessary to maintain existing highways and to meet new construction
demands.

4. Strive to secure maintenance and construction contracts with the Wisconsin Department of Transportation and Municipalities
that will support and maintain an adequate Machinery Fund balance to meet department equipment replacement needs.
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STATEMENT OF PROGRAMS AND SERVICES

Highway Committee

The County Board provides “the Highway Commissioner with... such assistants as are necessary for the proper performance of the
Commissioner’s duties”, as directed by State Statutes.

This program is funded by tax levy and is of the highest priority as it is the prime directive of the Highway Commissioner.
The impact of a cutback or discontinuation of this program is that the Highway Department could not function.

The impact of program expenditure cuts on program revenues is that the Highway Department could not function as effectively.

Buildings and Grounds

The County Board provides “the Highway Commissioner with suitable offices... as are necessary for the proper performance of the
Commissioner’s duties”, as directed by State Statutes. In addition, this is the program responsible for the maintenance of the
County Trunk Highway System.

This program is funded by Machinery Revenue and is a high priority.

The impact of a cutback or discontinuation of this program is that the Highway Department could not function as effectively or
perform a desirable level of service in maintaining the County Trunk Highway System.

The impact of program expenditure cuts on program revenues is that the Highway Department could not function as effectively.



Snow Removal

The Highway Department has an obligation to keep the highways open and safe for the traveling public.
This program is funded by tax levy and is a very high priority.

The impact of a cutback or discontinuation of this program is that the public would be unable to safety travel the highways during
the winter.

The impact of program expenditure cuts on program revenues is that the Highway Department would not be able to provide the
highest level of service in providing for safe driving conditions, possibly resulting in increased economic loss to the County.

Countv-Aid Roads and Bridges

The County Board has determined that it is in the best interests of the municipalities of Wood County to provide aid programs to
help them fund large highway and bridge construction projects. The Department will match road construction funding of up to
$4,000 per year to any municipality that petitions for such aid. The Department also has a bridge-aid program wherein it will,
essentially, pay half the cost of new bridge construction that meets requirements.

This program is funded by tax levy and is of medium priority.

The impact of a cutback or discontinuation of this program is that the county municipalities would have one less funding
mechanism to use for their road and bridge construction needs.

The impact of program expenditure cuts on program revenues is that the Highway Department would not be able to provide Wood

County municipalities with needed supplemental funding for road and bridge construction. As a segregated fund, continuing
deficits would eventually impact the county-wide budget.
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State and Local Roads

The Department contracts with the State of Wisconsin to provide routine maintenance to the State Highway System in Wood
County. In addition, there are usually temporary agreements, called Local Force Account agreements, whereby the Department
provides manpower and machinery to achieve a short-term objective as set forth by the State. The Department also contracts with
local municipalities for maintenance and construction needs. State assistance also comes from programs such as the Local Road
Improvement Programs (LRIP) and State Bridge Aid Program.

This program is funded by state aid and monies from local government and is of high priority.

The impact of a cutback or discontinuation of this program is that the State and local municipalities would have to find alternative,
private sources for their maintenance and construction needs.

The impact of program expenditure cuts on program revenues is that the Highway Department would not be able to provide a
suitable level of service to the State and local municipalities.

Highway Construction

The Department constructs and maintains highways and bridges as primary functions.
This program is funded by bonding and is of high priority.

The impact of a cutback or discontinuation of this program is that the Department would be unable to meet the demands of a
continuing and growing need for necessary infrastructure on the County Highway system.

The impact of program expenditure cuts on program revenues is that the Highway Department may not be able to provide a
suitable level of service to the residents of Wood County.
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Frac Sand

The County Board has determined that it is the duty of the Highway Commissioner to enter into contracts with frac sand
companies, when necessary, in order to maintain the integrity of the County Highway System.

This program is funded by the frac sand companies and is of medium priority.

The impact of a cutback or discontinuation of this program is that County residents would have the burden of maintaining and
reconstructing roads that had premature aging issues due to excessive loading by the frac sand companies.

The impact of program expenditure cuts on program revenues is that the Highway Department would not be able to sufficiently
maintain roads that were being damaged by excessive loading.
